Answer:

XX (a) The number killed is reported to have been four,
but the number wounded is not known. Buck shot was used at
first. .

(b) & (c) The rioters were fired upon by the police sentry
when the police station was attacked. They were again fired
upon by the Reserve Police, once in the main street leading to
the temple, and a second time near the police station. The
interval of time between the shots is unknown. The exact
number of the mob is unknown but estimated at several
thousands. When the District Magistrate first gave orders to
fire, the rioters had set fire to the Post office, Municipal offices
Station house, and District Munsif Court and had attacked the
police station and the dispensary. They refused to disperse
when repeatedly ordered to do so and in spite of one shot fired
in the air, continued to attack the police and the Magistrate,
throwing stones from all directions. On the second occasion
when the Magistrate gave orders to fire, the rioters were actually
engaged in burning the police station and stone-throwing was
persisted in. Warning was again given to the crowd before the
police fired.

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THE WARNING FROM MADRAS

The outbreak at Tinnevelly is significant as a warning both
to the authorities and to the leaders of the popular party. F qr
the bureaucracy, if they have eyes to see or ears to hear,. it
should be an index of the fierceness of the fire which is burning
underneath a thin crust of patience and sufferance and may at
any moment lead to a general conflagaration. Whence dpes
this fire come or what does it signify? It is a suddenly blazing
fire of straw, say the bureaucrats, kindled by the hands of
mischievous agitators; it means nothing except that the authors
of the mischief must be vigourously repressed. Even if this
were true, it is at least a subject which might well cause re-
flection in minds not blinded by selfish infatuation why it is so
easily kindled, why it blazes out so fiercely and in so many
places far apart from each other. Some years ago agitators
might have spoken themselves hoarse and yet there would have
been no such upsurging of the population of a whole city in
reckless revolt against established authority. Still more signifi-
cant is the defiant spirit of the people which neither the im-
prisonment of the people, nor the shots of the military could
quell, but rather lashed into fiercer rage. This is no light fire
of straw, but a jet of volcanic fire from the depths, and that has
never in the world’s history been conquered by repression.
Cover it up, trample it down, it may seem to sink for a moment,
but that is only because part of the imprisoned flame has
escaped; every day of repression gives it a greater volume and
prepares a mightier explosion. To the popular leaders it is a
warning of the necessity to put their house in order, to provide
a settled leading and so much organisation as is possible so that
the movement may arrive at a conciousness of ordered strength.
At Tuticorin it was the inspiring voices, the cheerful and confi-
dent faces, the strong and calm example of their leaders in
which the people felt their strength and enabled them also to
act with a restrained enthusiasm and a settled courage. The re-
moval of that inspiring, yet quieting force, led inevitably to the
resort to violence which has startled the whole country by its
devastating fierceness,—though at the same time it was mild
enough compared with what an Furopean mob would have done
at a similar pitch of excitement. Throughout the country the
same is burning or beginning to burn and where it has gathered
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force, it can only be calm and restrained so long as it feels either
that it is well led or that it is developing an ordered strength.
Any weakness, any failure of a serious kind on the part of the
leaders will be the signal for storm before which the ‘unrest’, so
alarming to English politicians, will prove a mere bagatelle. It
is only conscious strength, it is only organised courage that can
afford to be calm and patient. This is not the time to be
inventing creeds and constitutions which a year or two will tear
into shreds, but to recongnise facts, to put ourselves in touch
with the present and make ourselves strong to control the
future.

ANTI-SWADESHI IN MADRAS

The Madras Standard has undoubtedly hit the right nail
on the head when it derives the Tinnevelly disturbances from
the establishment of the Swadeshi Steam Navigation Company
and the attempt to throw difficulties in the way of its success.
The struggle generated an acute feeling on both sides and when
the commercial war extended itself and people took sides with
Indian labour against British capital in the affairs of the Coral
Mills, the patience of the English officials gave way and they
rushed to the help of their mercantile caste-fellows, misusing
the sacred seal of justice and the strong arm of power as
instruments to maintain their trade supremacy. This unjust and
unwarrantable action has been responsible for the riots and the
corpses of dead men lying with their gaping wounds uncared
for in Tinnevelly streets, —uncared for but not forgotten in the
book of divine reckoning. Nations as well as individuals are
subject to the law of karma and in the present political and
industrial revolt PBritish rule in India is paying for the
commercial rapacity which impelled it to prefer trade returns to
justice and kingly duty and use its political power to turn India
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from a land of fabulous wealth into a nation of starvin-g

millions. The payment has only just begun—for these karmic
debts are usually paid with compound interest.

THE TINNEVELLI RIOTS

The Tinnevelli riots which occurred on the 13th instant
are calculated to prove a landmark in the history of practical
politics in the southern presidency. We say so advisedly
because while on the one hand the riots could be really traced
back to a labour strike which had no political character, still
they will be handed down to posterity as associated in memory
with the awakening of strong popular discontent which is
undoubtedly a phase of practical politics. The governmental
authorities also are generally inclined to give every popular
movement a political character, as much is forgiven them when
they are supposed to act for upholding the prestige of Govern-
ment; and we may be sure the authorities at Tinnevelli will use
or abuse that conventional privilege for all it is worth. The reign
of popular violence had its hours; but now that the reign of
official violence has commenced it will surely take its months,
If the makers of popular history sow one seed the makers of
official history are sure to reap a harvest of a hundred fold to
their advantage. It has happened in scores of cases before and
it is bound to happen in the present case also. The Police have
just commenced to make arrests; when their appetitz for hand-
cutting will be satiated then will begin the grinding of the mill 5
of the courts of justice which have their tastes and humours;
then will come the repressive measures which will be still more
remote from and still less connected with the original cause.
The Anglo-Indian press will have an opportunity of sermonis-
ing and holding forth on the supposed moral lessons of the
situation to the Government; and the Native press will, as in
duty bound, reply and retort. And in the meanwhile the
original cause will be hidden out of sight and forgotten.
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The mob mind is a queer puzzle, and it is sometimes very
difficult to account for outbursts of popular discontent, at least
for the forms it may assume. We were often put in mind of
water sprouts at sea or cyclones on land when we heard of
popular disturbances or riots, No one can definitely say how
their formation takes place; we only see them when formed,
and lost in our admiration for or horror at the form itself we
no longer care for the laws of the formation and the play of the
invisible undercurrents or forces at work. The doctrine of
contributory negligence is a fascinating topic in the law of
torts; and in politics too nothing can be more interesting than
to dispassionately investigate into avoidable events from the
beginning to the point of culmination whea the political life of
the people suddenly kicks and leaves to the reason only the
tangible results of the process which the mind may only
imagine.

Madras was supposed to be a.sleepy hollow. Not that
itwas a land of saints; for Madras has its share of crime as
much as Bengal, or the Punjib or the Deccan. But the idea had
somehow gained ground that Madras was not the land for
agitation; not the land for outburst of popular discontent
whatever the faults of the officials may be. At Calcutta in 1905
it was declared that Madras was not in favour of boycott and
the statement was perhaps intended to be understood to cover a
wider field of popular thought and activity than the words them-
selves meant. The lecturing tour of Babu Bepin Pal was re-
garded by some as responsible for the change that had recently
come upon the public mind in the Province. But in our
opinion the mistake lies as much in supposing that Bepin Babu
was the real agent of unrest as that before his advent the
mind of the Madras public was unsusceptible to the meaning
of the things around them. But apart from any of these things
we could mnot reasonably suppose that the Madras Presidency
could be free from its local causes of trouble. The labour
strike in Tuticorin was really a bubble of purely local and non-
political unrest. But an overzealous and suspicious Govern-
ment always bridges up the distance between politi‘cal and non-
political disturbances, and they also drag in public men along
with them in such matters, and whethes the latter will it or not
they make them play an equivocal part as such public men. If
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Government are prepared to let things be interpreted in their
true light then this seeming equivocation must disappear. Well,
in the present case at any rate the strike was not allowed to
take its own course as a matter entirely between the employer
and the employees, but what is worse is that Mr. Chidambram
Pillai, who had really worked for bringing about a settlement
of the strike, was treated as the r2al source of mischief on the
ground that he was a man with a large following. Now having
a large following at one’s back is not an offence, and if an
offence it is being committed by every man who has it in him to
guide and lead the thought in his own circle. Many men had
paid the penalty for this offence before, and it was now
Mr. Pillay’s turn. But Mr. Pillai had the peculiar indignity of
being branded a badmash, as he was called upon to give sureties
for keeping the peace. Unfortunately for Mr. Pillai, Mr. Pal’s
release occured about this time and he had to do what he consi-
dered to be his duty by way of guiding his following in expressing
their sense of rejoicing at'the happy event. Now a meeting in
honour of a released patriot need not be considered as any thing
necessarily likely to break the peace. But Mr. Pillai had made
himself obnoxious and whatever he may do must be obnoxious
also. Mr. Pillai did not see what right a magistrate had to
prevent a meeting of that character, But Government officials
have an ingrained habit of taking any act of disobedience
on the part of the people ill. And so the magistrate though
generally known as sympathetic lost the balance of his mind and
decided upon making an example of Mr. Pillai. Government
officials have only to take it into their head to persecute a2 man
and the rest is all easy. They are armed with law, and the
prestige and the actual physical force of the whole Government
being behind their back, they have no need to turn back from
their evil intent unless they are extraordinarily discriminating
and forbearing which Anglo-Tndian officials are not. And then
the mill of the judiciil court began to work. It may be wrong
to proceed against Mr. Pillai under S. 107 of the Criminal
?rocedure Code. But the will of the Magistrate is supreme. It
1s wrong, even when such proceeding have to be taken, to keep
a man in actual custody unless an order has been made for
taking sureties and the man fails to find these. But when a
Magistrate takes it into his head to do 80, well he may. How
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can any one prevent him from so doing so long as the High
Court has not interfered with him? Mr. Pillai was a man of
substance and he could find sureties and actually offered to find
them. But a technicality was put forward as the ground for
detaining Mr. Pillai in custody and the Magistrate would not
release him on bail. Now Mr. Pillai had done a good deal for
shop-keepers in Tuticorin and Tinneveili and so naturally they
resented the unjust treatment given to him and closed the shops.
And the closing of shops has in every country an ominous
significance which is not lost even on the dullest man in the
street. Even the dullest man anywhere has the habit of coming
on the street and airing his discontent and so they came out on
the streets in Tinnevelli, the dull as well as the more intelligent
among them. And here perhaps began the play of the mob-
mind to which we have referred above. The mob perhaps had
the idea foremost in their mind that a grievous wrong was done
to their townsman Mr. Pillai, but they could hardly be regarded
as conscious of what they were doing. The cyclone once
formed, you can not be sure what direction it will take; and
when a mob is terribly uneasy you cannot say how they wil! do
one thing after another without any apparent logical connection,
how the leaders for the moment will arise and shift the scene of
reckless action from one place to another. And it was so in this
case. Could any one say what it was the mob was'intent upon
doing? We think not. Tous at any rate there is no logica}
connection between the injustice doneto Mr. Pillai, and the
burning of the Municipal office, the releasing of a .couple of
prisoners of whom Mr. Pillai was not one, the marching on the
schoo!, and the burning of the court records. T hese_ were surely
not the acts of men insent on sedition. It was neither a sane
attempt at overturning a Government or at the other kind of
sedition, viz., a crusade against the white men in the la:nd. In
fact not a single European was injured in the \'Nh‘ole affair. But
whatever it was, the thing has happened and it is theref, a study
for politic psychologists. Meanwhile we anxiouly wait to see
what fate awaits Mr. Pillai himself and what complexion

Government put on the regrettable affair.

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“AN OPEN LETTER”

To
L. M. Wynch, BEsq., B.A,,C.LLE,,L.C. 8,,
Collector and District Magistrate,
Tinnevelly.

Sir,

It is with feelings of grave disappointment and humiliation
that 1 feel called upon to write this short epistle to you with the
hope that you will see the error of your ways and restore peace
and confidence in the district committed to your care.

2. You have won golden opinions from the people while
you were discharging the duties of Private Secretary at the
Government House; your tack and sympathy were much
appreciated; you never said an unkind word to those who
solicited your suffranges or patronage. But alas all this has
changed under the Swadeshi breeze of Tinnevelly; your lot
'seems to have been cast with evil advisers. If a popular
celebration were held in honour of the release of Babu Bipin
Chandra Pal, it passes my comprehension as to why you should
be a party to the officiai conspiracy to detain the three populaz
leaders of the Extremists in Tinnevelly on the day of celebration
by instituting criminal proceedings under the security chapter
of the Criminal Procedure Code? Have you forgotten the lessons
of history that State prosecution of any kind will be looked
upon, by the people as State persecution? Are you so short-
sighted as not to see that by launching criminal proceediags as
you have done, you are enlisting the active sympathy of the
‘nation on behalf of the accused, and enable them to pose as
martyrs to the cause of nationalism? ‘

3. Assuming that it was an error of judgment on
your part in having instituted the proceedings against
Mr. V.O. Chidambaram Pillai and two others, it passes one’s
understanding why you refused to accept sureties when they
were offered while the whole object of the prosecution is to get
sureties from them. Does not your perverse refusal show your
malice to see them in jail by hook or crook? You ought to have
known by the exercise of due care and caution that bail in such
cases is a matter of right, not a matter of discretion or grace.
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You have been found deplorably wanting in ordinary prudence
by illegally refusing to release them on bail. When the leading
citizens of Tinnevelly were nervous about the imposition of the
punitive police and requested you to receive them in a deputa-
tion to hear their grievances, you foolishly refused to receive the
deputation. If you had the tact to see how much you would
have allayed the public irritation and soreness of temper, and
removed all apprehensions in the people on the subject of
punitive police, you would have been the last person to refuse
ordinary courtesy to your fellow-citizens in the district. Possibly
you have regarded them as your Asiatic subjects, not as follow
citizens.

4. How much you have fallen in the public estimation now]
You have refused to let them on bail; but the Chief Justice,
Sir Arnold White, and Boddam, J., felt bound to order their
release. You refused to receive a deputation but the Governor
has consented to receive a deputation from the people. Iregard
it as a direct vote of cemsure on your conduct. As a public
servant your credif and prestige have gome. 1 strongly advise
you to resign your appointment, or ask for transfer or long
leave. Your order to shoot has not enhanced your reputation
as a humane ruler. Tinaevelly has been the grave of the re-
putations of many civilians; and you are the last mariner who
has been wrecked on the rocky coast of Tinnevelly. To add to
the misfortunes, you have apparentty sanction:d the prosecution
of the most prominent Swadeshi preacher and lawyer and five
others under the ill fated security chapter, and afforded
additional stimuli to the uarest in your district. Though I am
inclined to congratulate you on your having converted Tigne—
velly into a district of Eastern Bengal, I tremble to cons1de1;
what disastrous consequences it will have on the policy of
Government. i .

5. It is possible that some public spirited citizens ml.ght
arrange for the institution of civil suits for damages against
you for having shot or given orders to shoot when there was no
legal necessity for the same. You should not be under the
delusion that you can seek refuge under section 7'of the
Indian Penal Code. Such acts must have been done in good
faith, ie., due care and caution. The Act XVILL of 1890
(Judicial Officers Protection Act) states no doubt that no suif can
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be brought against any Judge or Magistrate when acting Jjudic ial!y
in a matter within his jurisdiction for any error or mistake in
doing or committing an act. But if a Judicial Officer does any
act beyond the limit of his authority, causing injury to anoth?r
he will be liable. English Courts have awarded damages 1n
many cases. An improper remand or refusal of bail would not
seem to be a judicial act, but would be actionable, at lea'st on
proof of malice, If a magistrate grants a warrant without
information, upon a supposed charge of a heinous oﬁ'ence,. he
was held liable. So where he commits a person for re-examina-
tion for an unreasonable time. A Magistrate can be compelled
to pay damages if he detains a known person to answer a
charge not yet made against him; and he will be equally guilty
of an assault and false imprisonment and responsible for
damages if he tries to force a party who has appeared to answel
a complaint, to agree to an arrangement, by threatening that he
will otherwise convict him, and giving him into the custody of
the police. I give these instances not only for your benefit but
for the benefit of the erring magistrates of your district.

6. No useful purpose could be served by any European
Officer parading in the spirit of Homeric heroes in the public
streets with a revolver in one hand and a riding whip in the
other. A great founder of a religion is said to have founded his
religion, with the sword in one hand and the Koran in the other,
Pax Britannica cannot be maintained with riding whips and
revolvers. A contended and happy British India can be woven
with the silken bonds of love and sympathy, never by maxim
guns and smokeless powder.

7 Trusting that you will be pleased to indulge in a mental
review of your own position and accept my suggestion of
resignation or transfer and leave.

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THE TROUBLES AT TUTICORIN

We have already commented in these columns on the
action adopted by Mr. Wynch, the Collector, as a sequel to
certain political demonstrations at Tuticorin and Tinnevelly, in
taking proceedings against Chidambaram Pillay and two others
under Section 107 of the Criminal Procedure Code. By that
section, on information being given to a magistrate that any
person is likely to commit a breach of the peace or disturb the
public tranquility, that person may be called upon to show
cause why he should not be ordered to execute a bond for
keeping the peace for a period not exceeding one year. Sub-
section 4 of the Section further empowers a magistrate, in his
discretion, to detain such person in custody until the completion
of an enquiry. It was under the latter provision, presumably,
that the Magistrate of Tinnevelly acted in committing Chidam-
baram Pillay and his companions to prison. The sequel to that
action was a serious riot which found an echo in subsequent
disturbances in Tuticorin, and the local Goveraument have since
passed orders quartering a punitive police on the district.

And now the news has arrived—completely ignored by
Reuter at the time—that a full bench of the Madras High Court
has decided that the District Magistrate of Tinnevelly bad no
right to commit Chidambaram Pillay and two others to prison
under the security sections of the Criminal Procedure Code.

So far, so good: but the story of the troubles at Tuticorin
is by no means complete. Not only have two out of three
persons been re-arrested under the “sedition’” section, which is
non-bailable, but proceedings have also been taken against six
of the leading lawyers in the district. They are described by
the “Indian Patriot” asthe most prominent members of the
legal profession in Tuticorin; and they have been called upon
to show cause collectively whey they should not be bound
down to keep the peace. It does mot strike the executive in
India that if men of such a position have committed any
offence, it must be capable of proof: and if there be any
evidence that they have committed an offence, the law provides
ample facilities for charging, trying and convicting them. An
indirect method is preferred of attacking the honour and free-
dom of respectable citizens, without the obligation' of just.ifyiqg
such attack by legal proof; and the general impression is
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created, no doubt with intention, that no citizen, however great
is safe against such an attack.

All this is bad enough: but it must be addsd that the
motive which underlies these prosecutions is infinitely worse.
The Tinnevelly District, of which Tuticorin is the port, is the
stronghold of the Swadeshi movement in Southern India, and
ever since the starting of the Swadeshi Stzam Navigation
Company at Tuticorin, to compete with the British India Steam
Navigation Company, which had hitherto enjoved the
monopoly of traffic between Tuticorin and Colombo, there has
been trouble of some sort or other between the people on the
one side and the representatives of Buropean commerce and the
authorities on the other. In this fact is to be found the answer
to the ‘Pioneer’s’ question of the other day, as to how “‘this
isolated corner of the country, in the extreme south of the
moderate and rational Madras Presidency, has become a nursery
for the rank political growths of Poona and Bengal.”” Barisal
j¢ being repeated at Tuticorin, just as Rawalpindi has been
repeated at Tinnevelly.

The sequence of events which support this allegation have
been succinctly stated by a correspondent of a Madras
contemporary. We reproduce them in his own words:-

“The fact of the existence of rivalry between the Swadeshi
Steam Navigation Co. and B.L.S.N. Co. is admitted. That
the prosperity of the Swadeshi Steam Navigation Co. has
materially affected the commercial interest of the B.LS.N. Co.
cannot be denied. Hence the B.L.S.N. Co. has a grievance
against the S.S.N. Co. Mr. V. O. Chidambaram Pillai is the
Jife and soul of the Swadeshi Steam Navigation Co. He is
given to Swadeshi preaching, and he is very popular and wields
considerable influence over the working classes. At the present
juncture, to strike a blow at him virtually means a deathblow to
the Swadeshi Steam Navigation Co. The operatives of the
Coral Mills Co., struck work because they wanted greater
nourishment and more concessions. No compromise could be
effected without some detriment to the financial interest of the
Coral Mills Co. Reconciliation with the strikers was possible
only through the instrumentality of Mr. Chidambaram, who
secured substantial concessions on behalf of the strikers on the
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7th instant. A meeting in celebration of Mr. Bipin Chandra
Pal’s release was arranged fo take place at Tuticorin on January
9 as elsewhere, and on January § Mr. Chidambaram was
directed to appear before the District Magistrate at Tinnevelly
to show cause why he should not be bound over to keep the
peace under sec. 108 of the Code of Criminal Procedure-
The case was adjourned to January 9, and again to the 10th
and 11th.* When on the 11th he appeared before the District
Magistrate to answer the charge under section 108, he was
remanded to custody under section 107 Criminal Procedure
Code. Bail was refused, notwithstanding that 107 is only 2
bailable section. Rioting with all its horrors followed, and the
shooting of innocent persons under the orders of the District
Magistrate. Soon after, sanction was obtained from the
Government to prosecute Mr. Chidambaram under sections
123A and 153A of the 1. P. Code, and in spite of the order
of release on bail under the orders of the High Court he was
again remanded to custody. In the meanwhile the local agent
of the B. L S. N. Co. carefully discharged his self-imposed duty
of reminding the District Magistrate of the default of the
S. 8. N. Co. in the matter of publishing the half-yearly balance-
sheet of the Company. The Sub-Collector, Mr. Ashe, there-
upon went to the S.S.N. Co.’s office after the close of the
business for the day, along with the civil surgeon, probably as a
witness, and demanded of some of the Company’s servants
present to show the shareholders® list, offering 1 rupee out of
his own pocket. But on being told that the request could not
be complied with out of office hours and in the absence of the
responsible officers, Mr. Ashe retraced his steps. The steamer
«“QGallia,” the principal vessel of the Swadeshi Company was
next prevented from being put to sea on the plea that the
complement of officers was incomplete. Finally, among t_he
persons now under arrest are those who are concerned with
some kind of Swadeshi undertaking, shareholders in the
S. S. N. Co., pleaders, and schoolmasters.”

We think it will be admitted that the story is not a pretty
one. Once again Mr. Morley’s “splendid machine” has
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showed itself to be a dismal failure, Lord Minto, in his speech
on the occasion of the IndianBudget Debate” on March 27,
declared that while he was far from saying there was no
political unrest, he believed that there would be found much
‘more genuine unrest, or rather much more justifiable unrest, in
respect to economic difficultics than in the region of so-called
politics. And he continued: —

“That unrest will be associated with the development of
Indian home industries for though India is, in the first place,
an agricultural country, it is in industrial development that the
increasing educated community must look for employment.
India will require to cherish her young industries. Itis on
economic, and I would add on social questions, that the future
of India so largely rests, questions full of difficulty and both
largely dependent for their solution on the people of India
themselves.”

These platitudes are unimpeachably correct: but if Govern-
ment officials are to pursue such tactics as those which have
brought first Eastern Bengal and now Southern India into
unlovely prominence, Lord Minto must not be surprised if the
people of India take his concluding words in their most literal
sense. It has been made very evident that where Anglo-Indian
and Indian commercial enterprise come in conflict, the
bureaucrat’s boasted impartiality cuts a very poor figure. And
if the bureaucrat ceases to be impartial, what business has he to
be in India at all?
